Sexual Offender Residency Ban

Florida law currently prohibits individuals convicted of certain sexual offenses from
residing within 1,000 feet of schools, childcare facilities, parks, or playgrounds. However,
this restriction does not extend to public swimming pools or public bathing places, despite
these being common gathering places for children. This legislation will close the gap in
current law by amending several Florida Statutes to include public swimming pools and
public bathing places within the established 1,000 foot residency restriction for sexual
offenders. Additionally, it clarifies the definition of a public swimming pool to explicitly
include a spray pool or splash pad.

By expanding these protections, this legislation strengthens public safety and provides
additional safeguards for our children where they are most vulnerable and most likely to

be targeted by sexual predators.
