61 years of progress in law

enforcement and crime prevention

More and more you' ll find coppers using choppers.

Available records fail to show that this "Maginot Line"

of law enforcement ever materialized, but at least Sheriffs

then, as now, were much involved in efforts to modernize law

enforcement.
A 1910copy of the constitution and by-laws reveals

that Duval County Sheriff W. H. Dowling was the first presi-

dent of the Sheriffs Association. Other officers were Marion

County Sheriff John P. Galloway, First Vice President;

Madison County Sheriff A. D. Stanton, Second Vice Presi-

dent; Lake County Sheriff T. C. Smyth, Third Vice President;

and Leon County Sheriff J.P.S. Houstoun, Secretary-Treasurer.

Fifty Sheriffs were listed as charter members. This was

the total number of counties in existence during the early

days of the Association (1910-1914).Since then the number

of counties has increased to 67.
The late W. R. England, who was a special consultant

for the Florida Sheriffs Association in the early 1960's after

serving as an Assistant State Auditor, recalled that Palm Beach

County Sheriff George H. Baker and Suwannee County Sheriff

W. H. Lyle were leading founders.
He said the newly-formed association faltered after 1910

and became inactive about 1915;but interest was revived in

Horses are not passe today —if the Sheriff has a

posse, and many of them do. Mounted posses prance

in parades, but they also engage in search and rescue

missions when the terrain is rugged.
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1927 and 1928 when he and Palm Beach County Sheriff Bob
Baker (son of Sheriff George H. Baker) traveled around the
state talking to Sheriffs about the need for a state-wide organi-

zation. As a result of their efforts the Association was re-

organized in 1928 and has remained active since that time.
Available records from the 1930's and 40's show the

Association was actively involved in strengthening Florida's
criminal laws; opposing expansion of the newly-created
Florida Highway Patrol; and fostering a state-wide
communications network.

Opposition to the Highway Patrol stemmed from a

strong conviction that a growing traffic law enforcement
agency would eventually develop into a state police and

drastically diminish the traditional, constitutional role of
the Sheriff as the chief law enforcement officer in each
Florida county.

Today, as a result of the groundwork of the 1930's and
'40's, Florida is entering the fast-moving 70's without the

stigma of a state police; and with the power and prestige of
the Sheriff essentially intact.

The emphasis and the primary thrust of law enforce-
ment has remained at the local level, in the hands of elected
officials, but the State has nevertheless continued to play an

increasingly vital role in specialized areas such as enforcement
of traffic, conservation and beverage laws.

The Florida Department of Law Enforcement, direct
descendant of the trailblazing Florida Sheriffs Bureau, is cur-

rently the state's primary crime fighting arm, but it is seldom

involved in the day-to-day job of "keeping the peace and en-

forcing the law".
At the present time the energies of the FDLE are aimed

primarily at putting together a computerized state-wide
communications and information network; maintaining a

system of fingerprint analysis and identification; establishing

a training academy; operating a crime laboratory; and de-

veloping a statistical crime reporting system. These services

are available to all levels of law enforcement, and they
strengthen rather than encroach upon local enforcement
agencies.

FDLE agents have arrest powers, but their investiga-

tive activities have been primarily concentrated on
organized crime, drug traffic and major crimes.

Although Sheriffs presently have no control over the
FDLE, it is very much a child of their genius. Sheriffs, working
together through the Association, sponsored creation of the
Florida Sheriffs Bureau as a new state agency in 1955; and

they were actively involved in running it until legislative action

in 1967 and 1969 caused it to evolve into the Florida
Bureau of Law Enforcement, and finally thc FDLE, under
control of the Governor and Cabinet.

Patterned after England's famous Scotland Yard, the
Sheriffs Bureau was created to assist local law enforcement
agencies by providing a crime laboratory, trained specialists,
top-notch investigators, centralized crime files and pro-
fessional training.

Bureau agents —following the Scotland Yard tradition-
did not get involved in crime investigations unless requested
to do so by the Sheriff or Sheriffs in charge

Today, FDLE agents have authority to investigate
law violations, make arrests and serve warrants throughout
the state without "an invitation".

But, aside from this change, the FDLE is essentially
a new model on the old Sheriffs Bureau chassis; and it is only
one of many history-making improvements developed during
the 1950's and '60's —the "golden age" of the Florida
Sheriffs Association.

During these two decades, Sheril'ts working together
through their Association:

modernized their departments by put-
ting deputies in uniform and adopting
standardized insignia for patrol cars;

developed a budget-salary system of
operating their offices to replace the
antiquated fee system and its evils;

created a state-uide radio and tele-

type communications network to in-

crease their speed and efficiency;

began publication of THE SHERIFF'S
STAR, an award-winning monthly
magazine which currently reaches over
100,000 readers uith information
about the problems, the needs and
the accomplishments of law enforce-
ment;

+ founded the Florida Law Enforcement
Academy, a state-wide training school
for all levels of law enforcement from
rookie to "top brass";

and, joined Ivith other law enforce-
ment agencies to sponsor a 1967 law
which established minimum standards
for law enforcement officers.

During this same 20-year surge of progress, Florida's
Sheriffs also launched a bold new approach to crime
prevention by:

~ founding the Florida Sheriffs Boys
Ranch a home for boys who need a
better break to keep them from drift-
ing into a life of crime or bitter
futility;

+ providing college educations for out-
standing students from the Florida
School for Boys, a state institution
for young lawbreakers;

and, helping to finance Florida's first
"halfway house" for the rehabilitation
of delinquent boys.

Future historians will be hard pressed to find any
worthwhile law enforcement venture of the 1950's and '60's
that was not launched or actively supported by the Florida
Sheriffs Association.

And, they will also discover that Sheriffs moved into
the decade of the 1970's with the same zest for new ideas and

improvements.
The year 1970 was only a week old when Sheriffs

made their first move toward new horizons by chartering
The Florida Sheriffs Girls Villa, an institution designed to
do for unfortunate girls what the Boys Ranch has already
done for hundreds of "good boys who had some bad breaks. "

One of the milestones for the year 1971 will be publi-
cation of The Florida Sheriffs Manual, a handbook that will
be constantly revised to give Sheriffs and deputies up-to-date
information about their authority and their duties.

This manual is a modern, more comprehensive version
of a 1947 publication that went out of print many years ago;
and it is viewed by the Sheriffs Association as an important
step in a broad movement toward more efficiency and
professionalization.

Many Good Reasons For Going From Horses to Helicopters
JACKSONVILLE —After only three and a half months

on the job, the Sheriff's office found its two new heli-

copters useful and versatile.
After the initial training period, the choppers started

flying four-hour patrols nightly.
Undersherif'f D. K. Brown said the helicopters were

responsible for, or involved in 37 felony arrests or an average
of one arrest for every four hours of patrol.

While most of the patrol work was done at night, day-
time patrols resulted in the recovery of stolen trailers and
cars. In addition, two oil slicks on the St. Johns River were
spotted; a water pollution violation was noted; and six fires
that had not already been discovered, were reported.
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And Versatile! Take the time a man climbed onto the
superstructure of the 150-foot-high Mathews Bridge and
police and firemen were unable to talk him down. The heli-
copter was brought in and the observer, using the public
address equipment, was able to persuade the man not to jump.

Another time a helicopter was helping ground units try
to locate two escapees. When they were finally spotted,
there were no patrol cars in the immediate area so the
copter pilot took a calculated risk and landed in an undesig-
nated area. Once on the ground, he and the observer captured
the two men, one of whom was wanted by the FBI.

Brown said the helicopters have proven their worth.

AUDIT REPORTS ARE GOOD

TALLAHASSEE —Audits of the accounts of Sheriffs
William R. Heidtman, Palm Beach County and Paul T. Thrift,
Baker County proved Sheriffs know a thing or two about
accounting as well as law enforcement.

"Budgets were properly prepared and expenditures were

supported. Records were generally well kept,
" according to

Florida Auditor General Ernest Ellison in his report of
Sheriff Heidtman's accounts.

In summarizing the records of Sheriff Thrift, Ellison
said, "Collections of record were properly accounted for and

promptly remitted. Expenditures were held within budget
appropriations, and budgets were properly prepared. Finan-
cial records were generally well kept. "

STRIKE TAKEN IN STRIDE

Leaves were canceled, auxiliarymen were called out,

and deputies put in extra hours but the public was not with-

out protection during the short strike.
Deputies from the Marathon sub-station covered the

lower keys for the mcn stationed here, while they were

patroling the city.
The strike came about when city policemen were

unable to negotiate with the city for more benefits and pay
raises. They called in one day with the "blue flu. "

"I have never opposed the city police in the benefits
and raises they are seeking,

" Sheriff Brown said, "but I
did oppose the sick call-in. "

Brown said that while he was not anti-strike, he did

not feel that policemen should go on strike and leave the

public unprotected. "I don't feel a doctor or nurse should

leave a hospital and let a person die, or a fireman let a house

burn down,
"he said.

"POPIE" BOWMAN DIES

BUSHNELL —M. H. "Popie" Bow-
man, 64, who devoted 30 years to
law enforcement in Sumter Coun-

ty, died April 24. He had been in

ill health for some time. After
serving as a deputy for 10 years,
"Popie" was elected Sheriff in

1948 and served five terms be-
fore retiring. Survivors include
his wife, Mrs. Celeste Bowman
of Bushnell; two sons, Scott, also
of Bushnell and Richard of Home-
stead; one brother, Manning Bow-
man of Oxford; and four grand-
children.

There were 1,393 jail employees, making a ratio of
6.76 inmates to each full-time employee. The national
average was 5.56.

Operating costs for fiscal 1969 were pegged at
$13,781,000; and planned construction expenditures for
fiscal 1970 were tallied as $2,850,000.

The Mavericks, a family style
organization for men, women and
children of all ages, have raised
approximately $14,000 for the
Boys Ranch through annual bene-
fits centered around horse shows.
They also donated all materials
and labor to construct the new

tively valued at 86,000.

As usual, Ranch facilities will
be open to visitors throughout
the day.

The Boys Ranch was found-
ed by the Florida Sheriffs Asso-
ciation on October 2, 1957, as a
home for needy and worthy boys.
Today it represents an investment
of around 2 million dollars, and
has an enrollment of 125 boys.

Ranchers have held some practice sessions in their new $6,000 horse show arena, but the first
full-scale horse show will be held on October 2 as a highlight of dedication ceremonies.
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THE VIEW FROM THE VILLA—
BARTOW —"No institution

in the United States —in fact in

the world —has ever started off
with such instant success as the
Florida Sheriffs Girls Villa. "

This statement came from
Harry Weaver, the Executive
Director of the Villa, who is nor-

mally a sober individual not given
to exaggeration.

And he may be right —but
right or wrong, one thing is sure:
he is caught up in the same wave
of enthusiasm that has swept over

Sheriffs, Villa trustees, friends and

supporters.
Sheriffs particularly can re-

member what a long difficult
struggle the Florida Sheriffs Boys
Ranch had back in 1957, 1958
and 1959.The founders had about
$5,000 in cash, a heavily mort-

gaged building site, no experience
in professional child care, and no
assurance that sufficient voluntary
contributions would be forth com-
ing t'o make their nebulous dream
come true.

What a contrast at the Villa,
with its beautiful building site leas-
ed for 99 years at a cost of only
$1; its cash resources of over
$100,000, with firm promises of
more to come; and its wealth of
professional "know how" gathered
from 14 years of operating the
Boys Ranch.

The view from the Villa is
nothing short of inspiring, and
Harry Weaver (who is also the
well-seasoned Executive Director
of the Boys Ranch) can be excused

for any and all rash statements.

The lease for the 75-acre
Villa site was signed on April 19,
1971; and Weaver announced
shortly afterward his number one
goal was to start admitting girls

on the anniversary date, April 19,
1972.

In the meantime there's much

to do.
A master plan will have to

be worked out and approved.
Building plans will have to be

completed for the first facilities.
Ground breaking ceremonies

will have to be held. "
Weaver and Villa Resident

Manager Bob Haag will have to
hire a Villa Staff.

Girls who apply for admis-

sion to the Villa will have to be in-

terviewed, screened and classified.
And the never-ending job of

fund raising will have to be accel-

crated to meet the demands of a
fast-moving project — since the
Villa, like its brother institution,
The Ranch, will be supported en-

tirely by voluntary contributions.
Once the building plans are

completed, construction can start
almost immediately. The site is

within Peace River Park, a public
recreation area owned by the City
of Bartow, and it is all cleared
and landscaped.

One of the first moves by
Resident Manager Bob Haag will

be to establish a field office at
the building site.

But the business office will

continue to remain at the Boys
Ranch until full administrative fa-

cilities have been developed. All

inquiries and gifts should be mail-

ed to Boys Ranch, Florida, 32060.

FUTURE NEEDS OF BOYS RANCH
Ever since it was founded in 1957 the Florida Sheriffs Boys Ranch has been steadily growing, both in
enrollment and in the quality of its program. It will continue to grow as fast as financial resources permit,
and here are some of the important future needs:

" —New residence cottages at a cost of $100,000
per cottage. Each new cottage will allow us to enroll
14 more boys.
" —Further expansion of the athletic field to
include track and football, with lighting for night
games. Estimated cost $35,000.
" —A remedial education unit (estimated cost

$60,000j to give special tutoring to boys who come
to us with inadequate educational backgrounds.

—Additional staff members, particularly in the
social service division now that the Boys Ranch has
been licensed to place youngsters for adoption.

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FUND RAISING ETHICS

I'm often asked about fund
raising ethics, and I have my own
version — based partly on ex-
perience and partly on information
received from other sources.

Basically we must recognize
that people have a desire to give,
and in order to give cheerfully
they must feel comfortable in

their giving. This means an ab-
sence of pressure. In our Boys
Ranch fund raising program we
have encouraged this comfortable
feeling among our donors, and
they have responded with ever-
increasing generosity. I am con-
fident the same will be true at
the Girls Villa.

Fund raising methods are im-

portant, and there are some pres-
sure techniques that are frowned
upon by professionals. Circulating
coin canisters in public audiences,
for instance; or selling recognition
tags in the street; sending unorder-
ed merchandise to prospective
donors; house-to-house campaigns
in which solicitors know little
about the organization for which
they are raising funds; high pres-
sure telephone solicitation; pres-
sure exerted on business clients,
customers or employees; and fund
drives in which promoters contract
for an unreasonably high commis-
sion or percentage of the proceeds.

The Boys Ranch has never
been dependent upon these meth-
ods, and I hope we never will.

A GUIDE FOR DONORS

Perhaps the following rule-

of-thumb will help our readers to
evaluate agencies they are asked
to support:

Know the causes you
support. If you are not
sure about a fund appeal,
check it out with your
local Better Business
Bureau or Chamber
of Commerce.

Make certain that the
institutions or causes
you support are willing
to make public detailed
reports of their activi-
ties, budgets and audited
financial statements.
(Some states and cities
have laws requiring
public disclosure of such
things, but unscrupulous
operators are adept at
finding legalloopholes
in many laws. )

Don't respond to general
telephone appeals or to
pressure or emotional
techniques.

Don't lend your own
name, or that of an
organization to which
you belong, to an agency
or promoter you have
not investigated
thoroughly.

Don't make contribu-
tions for unordered
merchandise received
through the mails. You
have no obligation, legal
or otherwise, to pay for
such merchandise or to
spend any money or
effort for its return to
the sender.

Give. But give wisely.
Don't let the unethical
actions of some fund
raisers discourage you
from giving to legitimate
causes.

Number One Need:

Operating Funds
Asked to name the most

urgent needs of the Boys Ranch,
Executive Director Harry Weaver
answered without hesitation:
"Operating funds are number one-
we always need operating funds. "

"When people give large cash
gifts to the Ranch, " he added,
"they almost always want their
money to be used for lasting,
tangible items such as a new build-
ing, equipment or facilities. They
want to provide something they
and their friends can see.

"Buildings are important. We
can't operate the Ranch without
them, but we also can't function
without food, clothing, staff sal-
aries and other essential operating
costs."

Of course, there are many
other urgent needs.

One of the 66-passenger
buses used to transport boys has
logged over 100,000 miles and
is limping along. It must be re-
placed in the near future, at a
cost of about $10,000.

Four Ranchers attended col-
lege during the past year, and,
with seven young men graduating
from high school this year, ex-
penses for higher education will
increase sharply.

Funds have been set aside
to send Ranchers to college, but
these funds are not sufficient to
meet future demands. There is

now, and will continue to be, an
ever-increasing need for scholar-
ship funds.

SHERIFF ORDERS CAMPAIGN

TO ARREST CALORIES

JACKSONVILLE —(by Jay Crawford, FLORIDA TIMES-

UNION) Bringing law violators to the scales of justice can be

expedited by success on the bathroom scales, Sheriff Dale
Carson believes.

Carson is trying to increase the size of his department
numerically while whittling down the dimensions of some
individual members.

The campaign to arrest calories, formalized in a general

order was nourished by several ingredients, the Sheriff said.
"It's partly a health matter, " he stated. "Physical exam-

inations have established that 40 percent of our men have a

tendency toward high blood pressure.
"

How many of Jacksonville's policemen are overweightv

John Riley Smith, director of police services, said: "We

have 700 men, and less than 100 do not comply with the

weight table we have established. "
He added that the overweight group includes a "few"

who are "excessively" fat.
A great many Jacksonville policemen, however, present

a trim, sharp appearance.
The image of the department is one source of concern,

Carson admitted.
"The public is particularly weight conscious and police

conscious now,
" the Sheriff said. "It's pretty hard to hide

that bulge when you are in uniform. "
He described police work as often sedentary, calling for

men to sit in a car for hours. and then suddenly go into ener-

getic action.
Overweight officers have been told they must reduce

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IN CASE YOU DON'T WANT

TO SHOOT TO KILL

It will hurt you, stun you, stop you, but not kill

you.
At least that's the claim for new 12 gauge shotgun

cartridges which are being developed as an effective device
for controlling mobs or stopping fleeing suspects.

In one type of "nonlethal" ammunition the cartridge
contains approximately 320 small polyethylene pellets that
provide a stinging, non-penetrating impact at ranges beyond
three yards and up to 50 feet.

At one yard, however, impact energy is equivalent to
that of 210 grain, 41 magnum caliber lead bullet (but pene-
tration of the plastic pellets is said to be less than that of
a real bullet).

A second type of 12 gauge ammunition fires two soft
plastic wads wrapped in a foil-like material. The projectives
leave the gun barrel and arrive at the target substantially
unchanged in size. At impact they spread over an area
approximately two to three times their original size, and
thus do not penetrate the body.

The projectiles have an impact equal to about 50 foot
pounds of energy —roughly equal to two golf balls moving
at a speed of approximately 70 miles per hour. This can be
varied by adjusting the powder charge.

One police official pointed out that "nonlethal" is a
relative term. "Individuals vary in their vulnerability,

" he

said, "and nonlethal weapons should not be interpreted as

carrying no possible risk of death or injury.
"
